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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

SURFACE MOUNT

1. Remove back panel by pressing two snaps at bottom of fixture (Fig. C). Drill or knockout appropriate knockouts on back panel for mounting and wiring.
2. Feed fixture leads through back panel and make wiring connections(Fig A). Push wire connections into junction box.

3. Secure back panel to junction box.

4, Connect battery (Fig. B).

5. Align snaps and push housing directly onto back panel (Fig. C). Apply continuous AC power and press TEST button to check light.

Fig.A(J-BOX)

CONDUIT
1. Secure back panel to wall surface. Route wires through hole in conduit flange and make conduit connection.
2. Align snaps and push housing directly onto back panel (Fig. C). Apply continuous AC power and press “TEST" button to check light.

WARNING: Unused wires must be capped using enclosed wire nuts.

OPERATION (BATTERY BACKUP)

1. Apply AC power to the unit. The LED indicator will be RED.
2. After the battery has been left to charge for 24 hours, test the unit by pushing the switch. The LED indicator will turn OFF and the lights will remain illuminated.
3. When the switch is released, the LED indicator will turn back to RED and the lights will turn off.

MAINTENANCE

CAUTION: Always turn off AC power to the equipment before servicing. Servicing should be performed only by a qualified service technician. Use only
MANUFACTURER supplied replacement parts.

BATTERY: The battery supplied requires no maintenance. However, it should be tested periodically and replaced when it no longer operates the connected sign
for the duration of a 30 second or 90 minute test. The battery supplied in this sign has a typical life of 5 years when used in a normal ambient temperature of 72°F.
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
